An Opportunity to Learn, Hear and Try-out Bluegrass Instruments 

 
Bluegrass music is a uniquely American music created from the wide variety of styles, instruments, and rhythms brought 
to the US by the early settlers.  The lively sound of the music has recently been brought into the national spotlight by the 
hit movie, Oh Brother, Where Art Thou .   
 
‘Strolling through the Bluegrass’ is a comfortable conversation with Vernon and Kitty about the typical bluegrass 
instruments, fiddle, banjo, guitar, and mandolin.  The audience will enjoy hearing Vernon and Kitty play each instrument.  
A sample of each instrument is also passed through the audience so each person can try their hand at playing.  Cut-a-way 
models of the guitar and the fiddle allow people to see the inside structure of the instruments.  Vernon’s piccolo banjo and 
double neck guitar are always favorites.
